Special Education resource services are provided at every school. Other services will typically be provided 
at the linked schools as shown. However, students may be assigned to a different site with appropriate 
services, as close as possible to the student's home. Since there are very few medically fragile students, 

students may be assigned to a different site with appropriate services. Students who have more than one 
service need will be assigned individually depending on the combination of services needed. To meet the 

fluid needs of students, assignments may span the Continuum of Services.
